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2D barcode specifications have been created to support Delaware resident and non-resident tax returns.  The 2D specifications support the following Individual Income Tax Forms using new barcode pages.  Please make sure to encourage taxpayers to include the barcode pages when sending in their tax returns for the shortest paper processing and refund times. In addition, due to process limitations, please avoid printing duplex.
DOR has created specifications for 6 barcodes to support common forms associated with individual income tax filings.  There will be one 2D barcode per page; details noted below. Please follow the standards and specifications as written making sure to include all fields.  Header, state specific and form type constant fields are important to our internal processing and failure to include them will result in the barcode being disregarded, increasing processing and refund times.  
· Barcode #1 supports the PIT-RES and some supporting forms.  It should be printed on PIT-BCR page 1.  For shortest paper processing times, this barcode must be included on resident returns.

· Barcode #2 supports the recurring lines on schedules IV & V on the PIT-RSS page 2.  It should be printed on the bottom of page 2 of the PIT-RSS.

· Barcode #3 supports the PIT-NON and some supporting forms.  It should be printed on the PIT-BCN page 1.  For shortest paper processing times, this barcode must be included on non-resident returns.

· PIT-SCW page 1

· Barcode #4 supports the recurring lines on schedules IV & V on the PIT-NNS page 2.  It should be printed on the bottom of page 2 of the PIT-NNS.

· Barcode #5 supports the recurring lines on the PIT-SCW page 2.  It should be printed on the bottom of page 2 of the PIT-SCW.

· Barcode #6 supports state supporting and W-2 /1099-R forms.  These forms can be associated with either a resident or a non-resident return.  For taxpayers filing a resident return, it should be printed on page 2 of the PIT-BCR.  For taxpayers filing a non-resident return, it should be printed on page 2 of the PIT-BCN.

· Up to 10 W-2 or 1099-R forms.

For an Individual Income Tax Resident Return, the return could include the following barcodes:
· Barcode #1 which should be printed on the first barcode sheet – PIT-BCR Page 1.
· Barcode #2 which should be printed on page 2 of the PIT-RSS form.  Additional page 2s (PIT-RSS) with barcodes can be added if additional lines are needed for schedule IV or V.
· Barcode #6 which should be printed on the second barcode sheet. – PIT-BCR Page 2
Barcode #1 (PIT-BCR Page 1) is required for processing a resident return using 2d barcode data.  Other barcodes are optional dependent upon the composition of the return.

For an Individual Income Tax Non-Resident Return, the return could include the following barcodes:
· Barcode #3 which should be printed on the first barcode sheet. – PIT-BCN Page 1
· Barcode #4 which should be printed on page 2 of the PIT-NNS form.  Additional page 2s (PIT-NNS) with barcodes can be added if additional lines are needed for schedule IV or V.
· Barcode #5 which should be printed on page 2 of the PIT-SCW form.  Additional page 2s (PIT-SCW) with barcodes can be added if additional lines are needed.
· Barcode #6 which should be printed on the second barcode sheet – PIT-BCN Page 2.
Barcode #3 (PIT-BCN) is required for processing a non-resident return using 2d barcode data.  Other barcodes are optional dependent upon the composition of the return.
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
